I would like to be considered for graphic web design position.  I have received training at Washtenaw Community College and have attended several Photoshop seminars, so I have a good collection of Photoshop and Illustrator skills.  I am also employed at WCC as an instructor in Photoshop Elements. 

I received a Certificate in Photographic Technology from Washtenaw Community College in December 2005. I have also completed an A.S. degree at Washtenaw Community College in the Internet Professional program (graduated with honors) with certificates in Interactive Graphic Design and Graphic Web Design. I completed an InDesign class, and have taken and was a teaching assistant in an Illustrator class.  While I have just learned how to utilize InDesign, I believe that I have picked up the skills needed to produce printed material and could have my instructor vouch for my abilities. I have been freelancing doing design work for t-shirts, business cards, logos, and web sites for the past year.

For years, I had a rewarding job working as part of a dynamic scientific research team at the University of Michigan. I was able to channel my creativity in the design and implementation of various research projects.  As a senior scientist, I utilized organizational and managerial skills on a daily basis.  An example of my scientific work would be a project in which I found the mouse equivalent of a human gene responsible for a genetic defect, cloned it, inserted the defective gene back into the mouse, reared the mice, and was working on curing them when funding became tight.  I kept track of and organized the rearing and breeding of 2 colonies of mice each with a population of around 200.  When lack of funding ended the position, I used that opportunity to pursue more creative interests.

Throughout my life, I have explored various ways to express myself artistically. Recently, my passion for photography and imagery led me to explore utilizing those talents through web design.  I enjoy trying to create a visual expression of the client’s vision and purpose for his web site. Learning Illustrator has opened up even greater ways to create functional designs.  I have been able to assist friends in transferring their digital artwork into vector images so that they could be used for making signs and t-shirts.
